Eagles v Wootton Wanders 2 
Saturday 19

th
 January 

Won 1 - 0 
 

Eagles Avenge Wurst Result in History 
Our story begins on 10 July 1460.  
Yorkists led by the Earl of Warwick attacked supporters 
of Lancastrian King Henry VI, who were encamped at 
Delapré Abbey in Northampton near to the River Nene. 
The Lancastrian position was strong, and both forces 
were large in number but very little blood was shed and 
the battle lasted only 30 minutes. This was due to the 
treachery of Lord Grey of Ruthin who commanded the 
Lancastrian left defensive flank to lay down their arms 
and allow the Yorkists to advance into the king's camp.  
King Henry was captured, several Lancastrian noblemen 
were killed, and sadly numerous soldiers drowned 
attempting to escape via the River Nene. This battle was 
the first in England to feature artillery, although it was 
rendered largely unusable due to heavy rain. Amazingly, 
Lord Grey's treachery was in exchange for backing over 
a property dispute. 
 
Our story continues on 6 October 2018. A group of 
Eagles loyal to King Dicky arrived at the encampment of 
Wootton Wanderers, which is actually at a location only 
one mile south of Delapré Abbey. The Abbey itself is 
located at the end of what is today Eagle Drive!  
The battle lasted only 70 minutes as the Woottonists 
were able to advance into the King's defensive area with 
little resistance, and recorded a staggering 10-1 win. 
Numerous Eagles drowned their sorrows in a nearby 

hostelry. The battle is noteworthy because it was the first 
to feature the Deputy Chairman's new car, although he 
managed to lock himself in it due to his own stupidity. 
Amazingly, it seems the Eagles failure was related to a 
dispute with Lord Greybanger about the prescribed meat 
content of sausages that may be labelled as pork 
sausages (42%) as opposed to generic sausages (32%). 
 
Our story ends, for the time being, on 19 January 2019. A 
group of Eagles loyal to the absent Earl Z of Din 
assembled at the Eastro, where they awaited the 
advancing Woottonians. It was a lack of ability rather than 
treachery that caused the Eagles defence to effectively 
lay down their arms for the first 15 minutes and rely 
heavily on the saves and clearances provided by Seth in 
goal. Encouraging words from Sati which I think were 
ñStop being rubbishò may have helped the defence 
improve. The first half concluded without much blood 
being shed but sadly McNair, Thane of Marylebone, 
received a blow which broke a finger. If a man from 
Oxford were to be consulted he would surely applaud 
McNair's efforts during this battle, in particular his 
distribution to his team mates which was calm and 
accurate, unlike my own clearances which Alan kindly 
pointed out generally went to Wootton's best player. We 
have a child to thank for reversing the result of the 
previous match with a finish from close range. This was 
of course due to good positioning and alertness but 
actually Andy's best moment was later in the game when 
he marauded along the Eagles left offensive flank, 
beating numerous challenges to break into the 
Woottonian encampment. Sadly the Eagles forwards had 
damp powder and they completely failed to convert the 
chance he ultimately supplied them with. We suspect 
they may have been acting under orders of Lord Grey. 
Happily at the conclusion none of the escaping 
Woottonians drowned in the River Pinn.
